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29. Copper - Cu 

The main use for copper is electrical because it is an excellent conductor of 
electricity. It is the second best conductor after silver. Copper has a blue 
green color. Copper is also used in coins, cooking pots, motors and wiring. 
Copper is mined in the Lake Superior area. 

30. Zinc -Zn 

Zinc is used to coat or galvanize iron and steel. It is a rust proof material. 
It is also used in paints, medicine, tires, and television screens. 

47. Silver - Ag 

Can be pulled into a long wire. It is the best conductor of electricity. Its 
main uses are in jewelry, coins, silverware, and in photography. 

50. Tin - Sn 

Tin is a bluish-white metal. It is used to coat steel cans to prevent them from 
rusting. It is also used in tracer bullets and insecticides. Most of the world's 
tin is produced in Malaysia, Brazil, Indonesia, Thailand, Bolivia and 
Australia. 

53. Iodine - I 

Found in the thyroid gland and is involved in growth. Without it, goiter and 
stunted growth can occur. Iodine is found in seaweed and mineral springs. 
It can also be used to seed clouds and photography. 

74. Tungsten - W 

Used mainly as the filament inside electric light bulbs. Also used in the 
manufacture of spark plugs, cutting tools and fire-proof cloth. Silvery white 
in color. 

78. Platinum - Pt 

Platinum is a very expensive metal that is one of the heaviest known 
substances. More valuable than gold. Platinum is used in jewelry, 

dental fillings and fiberglass. It is mined in South Africa, Canada, Columbia 
and the USA.
